     your child repeating the same action over and     
     over again?

    This pattern of repeated behaviour or play is 
     known as a schema.
This repeated action may seem strange or even frustrating at times to an adult but schemas help your child explore their ideas and thoughts and make sense of the world around them.


There are many different types of schemas.
Some of the most common are:

· transporting
· enclosure and containing
· trajectory
· rotation


Some children may not play in this way while others may display more than one schema at a time.


Being aware of schemas will help you to understand how your child plays and learns.

Row, Row, Row Your Boat

Your child posting objects through the cat flap or down the toilet? 

· Then your child might be using an enclosure and containing schema

This is when a child likes to cover or hide themselves or objects.

Experiences your child might enjoy: 

· Find boxes for your child to play with; big boxes they can climb into or small boxes to hide toys in 

· Collect tubes from kitchen rolls and use large buttons, conkers or stones to post through them

· Put empty plastic in the bath to fill and empty 

· Make dens with tables, chairs and blankets

Have you noticed…?

Your child picking up and moving objects all around the house? 

· Then your child might be using a transporting schema 

This is when a child moves themselves or objects from one place to another. 

Experiences your child might enjoy: 

· Collect old bags, purses, boxes, bottles  and pillowcases and let your child fill them up with items from around the home.  Ask your child to show and tell you about the things that they have collected.

· Visit a park and take a bucket, bag or wheelbarrow with you to collect interesting things along the way

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Have you noticed…?

Your child playing with the dirty wheels on their buggy or rolling down hills? 

· Then your child might be using a rotation schema 

This is when a child is fascinated with spinning and things that turn round. 

Experiences your child might enjoy:

· Add whisks, wooden spoons and waterwheels to the bath 

· Roll balls or cars back and forth to each other 

· Watch the washing go round in the machine and play ‘Guess the item’ 

· Play with hula hoops and roundabouts in the park 
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Have you noticed…?

Your child throwing objects across the room, jumping on the furniture or playing with running water? 

· Then your child might be using a trajectory schema 

This is when a child is exploring forces and how things move. 

Experiences your child might enjoy:

· Make paper planes or shred paper to throw and watch it fall 

· Provide spray bottles, medicine syringes, washing up liquid bottles to play with in the bath or garden 

· Chase bubbles and balloons in the garden or play with the Autumn leaves
